These topics have
proven to be both interesting and challenging.

Healthy Eating Week: 25th T 29th May

As part of Columbads application for a Gol d Heartbeat

Committee undertook to hold a Healthy Eating Week to highlight the importance of a balanced diet for
physical and mental well-being. The week was launched in assembly by a Columba parent, Dr Lisa
Houghton, of the Department of Human Nutrition at the University of Otago. She spoke to the Years 7
to 13 students about the importance of starting the day with a good breakfast and also spoke about
her own career path and research, which was particularly interesting for senior students contemplating
their own future study and c eesearahstudentsaSonya Cameton,e of Dr
also spoke in the Thursday Assembly about sports nutrition and also how to interpret food labels. She
cautioned girls against eating foods with a high sodium content and for this reason no hot water was
provided for Instant Noodles during this week. We have also eliminated these from our school camps
and would encourage students to make their own lunch, rather than resorting to instant dishes on a
regular basis.

There was a cooking demonstration during lunch-time for girls interested in learning how to prepare
basic mince dishes such as spaghetti bolognaise, lasagna, chilli con carne and moussaka. Recipes
were given out and it was a good opportunity to use the cooking equipment purchased with the grant
from the Healthy Eating, Healthy Action Fund beyond the Life Skills Programme.

Mrs Marx, our Canteen Manager, prepared special dishes for each of the five days and for $2.50
students could order the dish of the day and a piece of fruit, with the menu being as follows:

Monday: Chicken and rice

Tuesday: Healthy hamburger

Wednesday: Fruit smoothie and American hot dog
Thursday: Nachos and chilli beans

Friday: Chicken and salad on freshly baked buns

Vegetarian options were also available and it was particularly interesting to note that the orders from
the Junior School were much larger than usual. The Health Promoting Schools6Committee is
currently preparing a survey to see if students would prefer to have just the one or two dishes of the
day offered in the Canteen for Term Three, instead of a bigger menu. Meanwhile, we hope to make
the Healthy Eating Week an annual feature of the Term Two calendar.
